Attention-focusing questions
help students fix their attention on significant details.

Measuring and counting questions
help students become more precise about their observations.

Comparison questions
help students analyze and classify.

Action questions

make predictions about phenomena.

Problem-posing questions
help students plan and implement solutions to problems.

Reasoning questions
help students think about experiences and construct ideas that make sense to them.
